Christianson made a motion to approve the Commission Minutes of March 1, 2021, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
Commissioners Reports: 
Christianson:
Handed exhibit to Commission Board of estimate from AGRI Industries in the amount of $20,142 to plug wells that are no longer in production. Jeff Moberg (Water Superintendent) states that it’s a safety hazard and not plugging them can pose allot of dangers. Discussions held.


Christianson made a motion to approve the estimate from AGRI Industries in the amount $20,142 to plug 4 well that are no longer in production, second by Bugbee.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

Sandberg:
Advised Commission Board that the new Police Officer Sara Litten has received her limited license and has started her FTO process. Sandberg also advised Commission Board that the Police department has 3 vehicles that are decommissioned and would like to know what the Commission Board would like to do with them. Sandberg suggest that 1 be used for City official business and the other 2 be auctioned off. Sundhagen suggest they put the 2 vehicles up for bid first. 

Bugbee made a motion to keep 1 of the decommissioned vehicles for City Business and put the other 2 up for bid, second by Sandberg.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

Sundhagen: 
Advised Commission Board that Tioga High School has formed a sanction baseball team and Tioga has been given the opportunity to bring sanction Baseball to town. Randall Pederson and Jeremy CarKuff have been hired to coach here in Tioga but the City does not have a regulation baseball field. The local American Legion has assigned a committee to oversee the construction of a regulation baseball field with stadium seating and announcer box where the old Legion baseball field is currently located and will be completed by next year. The American Legion has donated $60,000 and the Tioga School district stated they will assist with $45,000 and the Park Board also said they will assist with an unknown amount, however that will not be enough to ensure the baseball field gets built correctly. Sundhagen stated that if this regulation baseball field gets build it will assist our town with tourism, sales at restaurants, grocery store and gas stations and that would be good for the town and provide a much-needed activity for the kids. Sundhagen states that this year the Tioga Baseball Team will have to play a double header at other locations since the Tioga Baseball field will not be completed until 2022 and will need financial assistance to ensure that project is completed. Sundhagen seeking Commission support to assist with financial assistance after the American Legion Committee seeks grants assistance through the Tioga Fund Board from Economic Development Assistance and Community Development Assistance. All Commissioners gave full support for financial assistance after grants are applied for. Randall Pederson advised Commission Board that it is encouraging to see that 21 kids have expressed interest to play baseball in Tioga, and this project will show those kids that the City supports the interests of those children. 
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Sandberg made a motion to approve agenda with no changes made, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize
Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – RV Ordinance- Sundhagen advised the Commission Board and constituents that at previous meeting he used wrong word, he was stating that owners of FEMA Trailers could be grandfathered in but he was meaning that owners of FEMA Trailers could apply for a variance and be approved to stay in RV Park according to City ordinance. Pendlay stated that a park model or FEMA trailer if licensed can be considered a travel Trailer per ND Century Code, she also stated that Skid Shacks are not permissible. Sundhagen stated that if a RV Park is out of compliance due to these types of owned trailers, the owners have one year from the date Commission Board approved their CUPs to apply for a variance through the Planning & Zoning Board, or show that they have become in compliance by other means. Discussions held.

3. Land Sale on Corner of Highway 2 and 40 – Sundhagen advised Commission Board that the City of Tioga 3-mile sign sits on the corner of State Highway 2 and County Highway 40, in the past when the sign was placed there it was a simple handshake by the owner of property and the City but now it is for sale and the possibility of having to move the sign is probable. Although the piece of land is expensive the City can purchase property and parcel the property into acers then sell the parts that the signage is not sitting on, this way it would recoup the most of the money that would be spent to purchase the property initially. Discussions held. Sundhagen asked to place this Item on agenda for 04-05-2021 Commission Meeting. 
4. Library Board – Elizabeth Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that there are 2 positions open on the Library Board and since Drake McClelland left, he was previously the Commission Designee per ND Century Code 40-08-23 the Commission will have to designate a person before appointing that person to an open Library Board seat. Sundhagen stated that there is only one position opened at the moment until Doneen Larson officially resigns that position. Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board of letters of Interest from Desiree Hanson and Karen Pederson to fill that vacant seat for their review and consideration. 
Bugbee made a motion to designate Desiree Hanson as the Commission Board Designee, Second by Sandberg. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize
Bugbee made a motion to appoint Desiree Hanson for the open vacancy of the Library Board seat and wait for the official resignation of Doneen Larson to appoint the 2nd open seat, Second by Sandberg. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize
5. Gaming Site Authorization - Salinas handed exhibit of Gaming Site Authorization application from Prairie Public/Karen Haugen to add on the paddlewheel table to their previously approved gaming site authorization for their review and consideration.
