Steele made a motion to approve agenda with no changes made, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
Old Business: 
1. Legal – Salinas advised Commission Board City Attorney Pendlay will be working on a resolution for Title VI program that is needed to apply for grants and it will be presented at next meeting. 
2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Advised Commission Board the construction contracts have been given to Salinas and will need to be signed contingent on the BNSF Rail Road Applications being approved. Christianson made a motion to approve the signing of the construction applications for South Main contingent on the BNSF Rail Road Applications being approved, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. Preconstruction meeting is scheduled May 5 at 9:30am, handed Commission Board exhibit of Engineering amendment for Construction Engineer Services with Moore Engineering for their review and approval. Christianson made a motion to approve the signing of the Construction Engineer Services with Moore Engineering contingent on Elizabeth Pendlay (City Attorney) reviewing contract, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. Reiner advised Commission Board that bid opening for the street lighting on the South Main Project will be May 19, 2021 at 1pm. Reiner Handed exhibit to Commission Board of Notice to Proceed construction for Teraflex Group on the South Main Reconstruction contingent that the BNSF Rail Road Application are approved. Steele made a motion to approve the signing of the Notice to Proceed for South Main contingent on the BNSF Rail Road Applications being approved, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. Handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of Engineer Amendment for soil boring on the TAP 2019 project. Christianson made a motion to approve the signing of the Engineer amendment for soil boring on the TAP 2019 Project contingent on Elizabeth Pendlay (City Attorney) reviewing contract, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. Advised Commission Board that construction for Tap 2019 is proceeding and of new proposed plans of South Main project and the new decreased cost estimate to complete the project. Discussions held. Christianson made a motion to approve the new proposed plans and new cost estimate on the South Main Project contingent on Sundhagen review and approval, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
New Business: 
3. New Hires – Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for their review and consideration of new hire paperwork for the full time Community Center Assistant vacant position and stated that interviews were complete. 
Steele made a motion to hire the full time Community Center Assistant contingent on the drug, alcohol and background check, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. Salinas handed exhibits to Commission board for their review and consideration of new hire paper work, drug, alcohol and background check for the full time Police Officer vacant position and stated interviews were complete. 
Steele made a motion to hire Walker Koropatnicki as the full time Police Officer, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. Sandberg administers Oath of Office for the vacant Tioga Police officer position to Walker Koropatnicki: In and for the State of North Dakota In the County of Williams I, Walker Koropatnicki of Tioga, North Dakota, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support the Constitution of the United States, and the Constitution of the State of North Dakota, and that I will faithfully discharge the duties of a Police Officer according to the best of my ability, so help me God (under pains and penalties of perjury). 
4. Promotion and Raise – Salinas handed paper work to Commission Board of raise and promotion for Josh Nelson for their review and consideration. Salinas stated that Lieutenant Nelson was interviewed for the position of Police Chief and recommendation to hire Nelson and raise his salary to $85,000 per year. 
Steele made a motion to hire Joshua Nelson as Tioga Police Chief and rase his salary to $85,000 per year Effective May 1, 2021, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
Sandberg administers Oath of Office for the Vacant position of Tioga Police Chief to Joshua Nelson: In and for the State of North Dakota In the County of Williams I, Joshua Nelson of Tioga, North Dakota, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support the Constitution of the United States, and the Constitution of the State of North Dakota, and that I will faithfully discharge the duties of the Tioga Police Chief according to the best of my ability, so help me God (under pains and penalties of perjury). 
5. Dust Control – Salinas advised Commission Board that the Street Superintendent Kirk Odegaard is seeking permission to proceed with dust control since the weather has been so dry and the estimate is $12,000 to $14,000 to complete.  
Maize made a motion to approve estimate for dust control up to $14,000, second by Steele.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
6. Chip Seal – Salinas advised Commission Board that the Street Superintendent Kirk Odegaard is seeking permission to have Moore Engineering complete an estimate for chip sealing the streets that have been paved in recent years, Odegaard states that this would add an added 10 to 15 year life span to the streets. Christianson made a motion to have Moore Engineering complete an estimate cost for chip sealing the streets that have been recently paved in the last 4 years, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
7. Community Center – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of cost estimates for a new valve that needs replacement in the amount of $1,887.80. Salinas said that this part is not covered under the warranty.  
Steele made a motion to approve the estimate from Mowbray and Son in the amount of $1,887.80 for the replacement of a valve at the Community Center and to add an extra valve to have as a replacement on hand, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
8. Landfill Summer Hours – Salinas advised Commission Board that Street Superintendent Kirk Odegaard would like permission to start summer landfill hours on Tuesdays 9am-6pm, Thursdays 10am to 7pm and Saturdays 9am to 12pm. 
Christianson made a motion to switch the landfill from winter to summer hours of Tuesdays 9am-6pm, Thursdays 10am to 7pm and Saturdays 9am to 12pm, second by Steele.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
9. Community Clean Up week/ Free Landfill on May 18th, 20th and 22nd of 2021 – Salinas advised Commission Board that every year the Tioga City residents clean up their community and homes and the City offers free landfill for those who need it. Salinas is asking for the Commission to consider offering free landfill to the Tioga Residents on May 18, 20 and 22 of 2021 which is the week after “Clean up the Patch” sponsored by Neset Consulting. 
Maize made a motion to approve free landfill on May 18th, 20th and 22nd of 2021 and to advertise as needed, second by Christianson.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
10. City Wide Yard Sale June 5, 2021 - Salinas advised Commission Board that the yearly Citywide yard sale will be held on June 5, 2021 and is seeking permission to advertise on the Tioga Tribune. 
Steele made a motion to approve advertising the Citywide yard sale on Tioga Tribune, second by Christianson.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
11. Part Time Employee – Salinas is seeking permission from the Commission Board to hire a part time year around for the Street Department. Salinas informed the Commission Board that as the City continues to grow and open new activities such as; hockey rink, new dog park and camp sites the street department will have added responsibilities of cleaning those areas. Salinas advised that the City already hires a part time seasonal worker that assist with work in the Tioga landfill. 
Steele made a motion to hire a part time Street Department employee year around instead of seasonal, second by Christianson.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize. 
Salinas stated that the Community Center has a part time employee that assists with maintenance and should be under the Street Department and be utilized at the Community as needed. Is seeking permission to transfer maintenance employee back under Street Department and hire new part time employee for Community Center. 
Christianson made a motion to place the part time Maintenance employee under the Street Department and hire a part time Community Center Assistant, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize.

12. Special Liquor License Application – Salinas handed the Commission Board an exhibit of a Special Liquor License Application from Deborah Trones/Rig Lounge for an event on 05-14-2021 for their review and consideration.
