Christianson made a motion to approve the Commission Meeting Minutes of June 7, 2021, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Advised Commission Board that the construction on South Main has started and is going good. 
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Steele made a motion to add under Old Business agenda item #1 Legal - Communications with Outside companies re: Chris Norgaard, then approve agenda with changes made, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Maize, Steele
Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that City Auditor received an e-mail for a request to hold a special election, per North Dakota Century Code 40.08-08 and 40.08-10 there is a 15-day window to allow public to call for a special election, if not an appointment can be made by Commission but a petition was not turned in with the request. Pendlay stated that the Commission Board will have to decide whether to hold a special election or appoint. Pendlay advised Commission Board that special elections are costly for the tax payers and time consuming and last 3 Commission vacancies have been filled by appointment. Pendlay also stated that a meeting was held with Hess for update on their construction and Chris Norgaard made remarks that were not appropriate although we can’t tell the public not to express their opinion as a private Citizen because Norgaard represents the Tioga Airport Authority, Tioga Economic Development and he is also a private Citizen however as a representative of 2 City Boards what he stated was counterproductive, inflammatory and insulting. Pendlay also stated that the views Norgaard offered in that setting were not the views or position of the City of Tioga. 
Christianson made a motion to appoint the next Commission President, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize 
Pendlay stated that appointment of the next Commission President is consistent of what has been done in the past. 

Christianson made a motion to nominate Natalie Bugbee for the vacant position of Commission President, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize 

Bugbee resigned her position of Finance Commissioner effective immediately. Bugbee also stated that she accepts the position of Commission President.
Steele made a motion to accept the immediate resignation of Natalie Bugbee as Finance Commissioner and appoint her as Commission President, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize 

Maize made a motion to advertise the vacant Commission seat, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize 

2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Advised Commission Board of Construction for South and handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and approval consideration of Pay Application #1 from Teraflex Group in the amount of $243,567.81. Reiner stated he has reviewed payment application and recommends approval.

Christianson made a motion to approve pay application #1 in the amount of $243,567.81 to Teraflex Group for work completed to date, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Reiner also handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and approval consideration of change order # 1 in the amount of $1,905 from Teraflex Group for coring an existing sanitary sewer.

Steele made a motion to approve change order #1 in the amount of $1,905 to Teraflex Group for coring and existing sanitary sewer, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize 

Reiner also gave updates to Commission Board of the TAP 2019 Project and handed an exhibit to the Commission Board of a NDDOT progress payment application #1 in the amount of $115,140.53 and recommends approval. 
Christianson made a motion to approve pay application #1 in the amount of $115,140.53 from NDDOT for work completed to date on the TAP 2019 project, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
New Business:
3. 2022 Preliminary Budget – Salinas advised Commission Board that each department has been given department budgets to complete and they need to return to meet with City Auditor before the end of June to review. The City 2022 Preliminary Budget should be ready for approval by the end of July. 
4. Liquor License – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of Liquor License from AJ’s Café and stated that since this is just a change of class a public hearing was not required. 

Steele made a motion to approve the liquor License Application for AJ’s Café for a change of class to A-On Sale only, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
