Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – None   
2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Advised Commission Board of Construction for South and stated that the construction crew has started on curb and gutter, paving will start the first week of October. Advised Commission Board that the cost to repave 3rd Street on South Main will be $55,000 to $60,000.

Christianson made a motion to approve repaving 3rd Street on south Main, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Steele, Christianson, Maize
Reiner advised that there was a walkthrough on the Northeast Reconstruction Project and some items were put on a punch list that will need corrective action. Handed exhibit of Notice to Terminate NDEQ storm water permit for Bugbee’s signature. Reiner also handed exhibits to Commission Board for their review and consideration of an estimate from Keller Paving to complete patch work on 68th street in the amount of $37,800. Street Superintendent (Kirk Odegaard) states something has to be done to preserve the street until the City has funds to complete all of 68th Street. 
Christianson made a motion to approve estimate from Keller Paving in the amount of $37,000 for patch work on 68th Street, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Steele, Christianson, Maize
New Business:
3. Pleasant Valley Builders/Jacqualyn and Ralph Nutt – Jacqualyn handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of a potential build for a Senior, low income for purchase, housing project in Tioga. City Attorney Pendlay states that their Attorney would need to call her to come up with a way to continue to keep that area for seniors with low income, then come back to the Commission Board to present the project. Discussions held. 
4. CMAR for Pricing – Salinas advised the Commission Board that due to high pricing in construction in order to get the lowest possible pricing for phase 2 of the Community Center we would need to hire a CMAR only for pricing in order to present something to the Commission Board for their review. 
Steele made a motion to hire a CMAR for pricing on the Community Center Phase 2, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

5. Liquor License – Mi Ranchito Mexican Restaurant/ Angelberto Rodriguez – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of an application for a Class A on sale only to add liquor to license. Salinas said that public hearing and background check were completed previously and they paid the fees to update license. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the Liquor License Application for Mi Ranchito Mexican, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
6. Resignation Letter from The Tioga Fund Board – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of a Letter of Resignation from the Tioga Fund Advisory Board from David Grubb effective 10/31/2021. (Letter of Resignation Read)
Christianson made a motion to accept the resignation from David Grubb on the Tioga Fund Advisory Board effective 10/31/2021, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Steele, Christianson, Maize
Steele made a motion to advertise for the vacant position on the Tioga Fund Advisory Board, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Steele, Christianson, Maize
7. Letter of Interest – Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for their review and consideration of a Letter of Interest for the Tioga Library Board from Karen Pederson. (Letter of Interest Read)
Christianson made a motion to appoint Karen Pederson to the open seat of the Tioga Library Board effective 09/20/2021, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
