A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 pm on October 3, 2022, at the Tioga City Hall, by the City Commission President Kevin Litten.

Christianson made a motion to approve the Commission Minutes of September 13, 2022 Public Hearing for Community Center, September 19, 2022 Public Hearing for Liquor License, September 19, 2022 Public Hearing for Tioga 2023 Budget, September 19, 2022 Regular Commission Meeting and September 26, 2022 Special Commission Meeting for South main, second by Travis.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Christianson made a motion to approve agenda with no changes, second by Travis. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize

Old Business:
1. Legal – Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that all information has been sent to Attorney’s Generals office regarding executive session complaint. The Attorney General’s office will make a determination but might take some time for them to evaluation all materials given. 
2. Moore Engineering: Reiner – Advised Commission Board of status update for Northeast Reconstruction Project Phase 2, handed exhibit of updated construction schedule. Reiner stated that a meeting was held with Strata Construction and they are asking for an extension with no LD’s (liquidated damages) and project to be completed next year. Reiner advised Commission Board that due to his calculations, he feels LD’s (liquidated damages) should be given after the 7th day of not completing project according to construction contract. Discussions held. 
Christianson made a motion to move substantial completion to November 1, 2022, leave final completion on November 9 and discussions on LD’s (liquidated damages) to be tabled until after substantial completion is done, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize

Reiner also gave update on the temporary fix for South Main project.
3. Pine Ridge – Dan Johnson (on phone) – Is requesting Commission Board to consider special assessing their property in order to get street, curb and gutter. Christianson stated that he would be willing to consider it if they are willing to pay half the cost, Johnson stated that this is an investment for them and they don’t have funds since they are putting in parking lots in all common areas. Discussions held.
Travis made a motion to table since winter is coming up and no construction will be able to be completed, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize
4. EDC Continuation – Jim Prather – Advised Commission Board that even though Commissioner Steele is not present he would like a decision made because there is a quorum present. Commission President Kevin Litten advised Prather that a decision was made and unless a Commissioner would like to make a motion it stands. Commissioner Christianson stated that this subject should wait until Commissioner Steele is present.   
New Business:

5. New Hire for Part-Time Police Officer – Police Chief Josh Nelson – Advised commission Board that he is seeking permission to hire part-time Police Officers that would help during the times he needs assistance while short staff, when staff is on vacation or in other needed times to help alleviate staff. Salary would be up to $28.00 per hour and the Police Department has it in the budget. Discussions held.  
Christianson made a motion to approve the hire of 3 PT Police Officers as needed up to $28.00 per hour, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize 
6. Appointment to R & T Board – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of coming vacancy to the R & T Board. 

Christianson made a motion to reappoint Jeff Moberg to the R & T Board, second by Travis. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize

7. Bank Accounts – Salinas advised Commission Board that she is seeking permission to seek other Bank Institutes that will give more competitive banking terms and interest earnings. Discussions held. 
Travis made a motion to have Salinas seek a bank that would give more competitive banking terms and interest earnings, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize

Christianson stated he would like to see if the City can pay higher amounts to current Community Center loan in future.

Christianson made a motion to have Salinas seek an escrow account or a high interest earning account to place $1,000,000 in it for future payment of current loan on the Community Center until loan is paid off
, second by Travis. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize

8. Fund Account Number Change in Budget – Christianson advised Commission Board that he is seeking to combine fund 151 Oil and Gas Building Fund and fund 152 Oil and Gas Infrastructure Fund to one fund. Discussions held.
Christianson made a motion to combine fund 151 Oil and Gas Building Fund and fund 152 Oil and Gas Infrastructure Fund to one fund and name it Oil and Gas Fund, second by Travis. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Maize
9. Deon Iverson/Purchased Property/Future – Deon Iverson – Stated he purchased property from Brian Colbert and is seeking that Commission Board pay for future water that will go into Colbert’s property. Discussions held, no motion granted.
